Rangitane iwi - the tangata whenua or people of the
Manawati - trace their origins back to the Kurahaupo
and Aotea migratory canoes. According to Maori
legend, the great Manawati River was named by
explorer Hau who had travelled down the coast from
Taranaki, chasing after his runaway wife and her lover.
Hau had already crossed other big rivers, but the
Manawatt made his “heart stand still".
